Examples of think-pair-share prompts

1. How did you solve this problem?

2. What did you learn from this problem?

3. What prior knowledge is needed to solve this problem?

4. What is a different way to solve this problem?

5. Change the problem to make it more difficult.

6. Make a new problem to be like today’s.

7. How would changing part of the problem affect it?

Criteria for effective think-pair-share prompts

· Open ended

· Relate to your topic

· Can be based on a problem--may be multiple choice

· Should allow students to be themselves

· Can be fun

· Should be short statements
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
