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	How to Increase Your Child's 

Reading Success

The best way to improve your child’s vocabulary is to read.

Read with your child every day.  Then ask your child to write about what you read.  
What did you like? What did you learn? 
What words were part of what we read?
Ask your child to write every day—a letter, a poem, a story.  
Writing helps students think more about what they read and learn.

	Make your own “flash cards” for math facts.

For example, make times-table cards.  

> On one side put 5 x 5.  

> Then on the other side put 25.

Make it a matching game by putting the answer on one card and the way to get it on another card.  

Use words, too.  For example
        five x 5               twenty-five


	Your child can write to explain how to solve a problem.  

>  First, give your child a problem to solve such 

    as, “How many eggs will we have left if we 

    start with a dozen and use 5?”  

>  Ask your child to write out how they solve it. 

>  Then ask your child to write why this is a good 

     way to solve it.
